
 
 
2nd teen arrested in cab driver's slaying (from Crimestoppers tip) 
Marrero killing is parish's 1st of year

An 18-year-old wanted in the Jan. 4 shooting death of a cab driver in Marrero was arrested Wednesday 
night.  

David Page was arrested at a home in the 300 block of Robinson Avenue in Marrero within hours of 
Jefferson Parish Sheriff's Office receiving a Crimestoppers tip regarding his whereabouts, said Sheriff's 
Office spokesman Col. John Fortunato.  

Page is the second person booked with second-degree murder in the shooting death of Moneir Gindy, 64. A 
16-year-old who lived in Marrero was arrested Monday in the killing.  

On Jan. 4 shortly before midnight, Gindy became Jefferson Parish's first killing of the year when he was shot 
in his cab outside an apartment complex in the 6300 block of Fourth Street. He died slumped over the wheel 
of his car.  

After the younger teen's arrest, Fortunato said robbery might have been the motive in the slaying.
